My setup:

It is very important, in my opinion that the filter and water
be conditioned. With that being said, it must also be very
clean. The neon tetra comes from the Amazon in South
America. They are best kept in water that is soft and void
of most if not all minerals. | filled a five gallon tank with
distilled water, having a hard time right now getting Re-
verse Osmosis (RO) water. | used a Penguin 170 power
filter with a sponge filter fitted to the intake. In the filter |
placed two peat rings | purchased at a lawn and garden
shop. | put them in a filter bag and placed the bag in the
filter baskets that come with the filter instead of carbon. |
used a submersible heater set at 76° F, some Java moss,
and 5 (two males and three females) adult fish. Once a
week | would remove two gallons of water and replace with
distilled water. | feed the fish a diet of live black worms and
frozen shrimp.

This went on for six months. | would observe what |
thought was courting behavior by the males. The males
would swim around the females and then hang motionless
in front of her A pair then darted into the Java moss.
Whenever | noticed the fish doing this | would wait a hour
or two and remove the Java moss to a 2% gallon tank filled
with water from the spawning aquarium. | covered the tank
and waited. Only to never get any fry.

| hate to say it but | had given up and thought | would invest
in some new stock and revisit the fish at a later date. | re-
moved the adult fish from the five gallon and returned them
to a community tank | had set up. | was making plans on
what fish | would try next. It was about ten days later, while
doing tank maintenance that | discovered fry in the tank.
Right away | started to add green water and infusorians to
the tank. | added about a cup full three times a day. After
a week | replaced one feeding with live baby brine shrimp.
Starting the third week | used micro worms twice a day and
baby brine once a day.

Starting the second week | started to change about half a
gallon of water every other day. It was around this time |
started to notice a little color in the fry. The blue came first.
It took another ten days for the hints of red to show up. It
was when | noticed the red color in the fry that | started to
change the water less often. From this point on | would
only change a gallon of water every five days.

This
could be either under a rock on the gravel or on top of a
rock formation. They use the traditional African spawning
dance where the male and female go around in circles
mouthing at each others vent. | have had spawns as small
as 5 and some just around the 20. This seems to depend
on the condition and size of the female, the size of the fe-
male, and the time span between spawns.

Hatching/Fry:

I have not had much luck for whatever reason with getting
good eggs, so this time | removed the female and let her
hold the eggs/fry in a 10 gallon tank with no other tank
mates. Around 24 days after | first noticed the spawn, |
started to notice the female was letting most if not all the fry
out of her mouth. This went on for about 5 days when |
decided to remove the female and place her back in with
the rest of the breeding group. | feed the fry the same diet
as the adult fish.
